WEEKLY THOUGHTS ON GIVING…    “He said to the gardener, ‘For three years now I have come in search of fruit on this fig tree but have found none.’”  - Luke 13:7     Are we like the barren fig tree? What does God find when He searches for the fruits which we have given back?  
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LENT AND CONFESSION. . .    All Catholics associate Lent with the Sacrament of Penance, Reconciliation, and Confession. Sometimes they put off going to Confession until the last minute depriving themselves of a much richer Lent; indeed, a much richer life. Sometimes they put off going be-cause it has been too long since they last sought the direct, personal forgiveness of Christ made tangible in the sacrament; thus, additional procrastination makes it even more difficult. Everyone is urged to make their Lenten confession early, during the first weeks of Lent. In that way, the richness of God's mercy may develop the full root and stem in Lent to blossom into a hardy and brilliant Easter joy. 

STATIONS OF THE CROSS…      A privileged devotion most frequently prayed in a public service during Lent is the Stations of the Cross.  For centuries pilgrimage to the holy places in Jerusalem and a walking the path of Christ's carrying the cross to Calvary has been an esteemed devotion and penitential practice.  In similar fashion the faithful have prayed at home at fourteen "stations of the Cross" erected on the walls of their parish churches.  Join us for this powerful devotional prayer every  Friday evening of Lent at 7:00 p.m.  

NOTICE ON LENTEN SCHEDULE…    Many opportunities for observing the penitential season of Lent will be available at the Cathedral, and foremost among all is daily Mass. Our daily Mass schedule includes Mass at 7:00 a.m., 8:00 a.m., and 12:05 p.m. Monday through Friday. Stations of the Cross will be prayed Friday evening at 7:00 p.m.  Finally, the schedule for Confessions now includes daily confession at 7:30 a.m., Monday through Friday, in addition to our regular confession schedule as de-tailed on the cover of this bulletin. 
UNIVERSAL LENTEN DIRECTIONS . . .  "Whoever wishes to be my follower must deny his very self, take up his cross each day, and follow in my steps" (Lk 9:23). The Church has always helped us fulfill these words of Jesus by prescribing very definite penance for all Catholics.  1. Abstinence from meat (totally meatless days) is  observed by all Catholics 14 years of age and older  (no upper age limit) on Ash Wednesday and all  Fridays of Lent. 2. Fasting is observed on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday by all Catholics between 18 and 59. Those who are bound by this eat only one full meal; two smaller meals are taken to maintain strength accord-ing to each one’s needs. 3. Fasting on other weekdays of Lent is not obliga-tory but recommended most strongly; if fasting is not observed, some other form of self-denial is obliga-tory not from Church direction but from Christ’s command. 4. Prayer is especially necessary to maintain the per-spective of penance and to keep the motivation spiri-tual. Some substantial time should be given to prayer each day. 5. Almsgiving or charity is necessary to maintain and intensify the movement of the soul away from self-centeredness. A substantial donation of monetary funds and/or time and/or personal effort should be given to those in need.  

WATCH AND PRAY WITH ME…    At the center of any genuine Christian living is the mystery of Christ's sacrificial Death and Resurrection.  The individual is immersed in the mystery of mercy by insertion into the saving sacrifice of Christ through the sacraments of initiation:  Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist. Every Catholic is encouraged by the Lenten regimen to prepare by prayer and penance to renew in mind, heart and soul the grace of Baptismal innocence at Easter, and the strength of Spirit through a renewal of Confirmation at Pentecost. The Eucharist, however, is a "daily" necessity. Because the Eucharis-tic share in the sacrifice of Christ is so basic to our lives of discipleship, the Church since the days of the apostles has set a minimum of weekly attendance on Sunday, which is observed as a "little Easter." And for practically fifteen hundred years has celebrated Mass, the Eucharistic Sacrifice, daily. A hundred years ago, St. Pius X strongly encouraged "daily communion."  Many Catholics consider daily Mass participation "a minimum Lenten practice." Why not join us every day? 
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AN INVITATION FROM RCIA…    An invitation is extended to any adult who would like to become a member of the Catholic Church to consider the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults. RCIA is the process in which adults enter the Catholic Church, or possibly re-enter it if they’ve been away a long time and may not have received their First Com-munion and/or been confirmed. If you are interested in becoming Catholic or returning to the practice of your Catholic faith, contact the rectory at 314-373-8200 for more information. 

INFANT BAPTISM…     According to the mind of the Church, parents are obliged to see that infants are baptized within the first weeks after birth. As soon as possible after the birth, or even before it, parents should request the sacrament for their child and are to be properly instructed in preparation for it. And in order for the baptism to be scheduled, there must be a well-founded hope that the infant will be raised in the practice of the Catholic faith. Parents are encouraged to attend baptismal preparation before their child is born; then, immedi-ately after the child is born, the date of baptism can be scheduled by calling the rectory at 314-373-8200.
